 NRL RTS Signature Prediction Code  

Experimental Site Access Agreement

INTRODUCTION
The software, data files and documentation for the NRL RTS signature prediction code listed below:

RTS(including XPT, TDI, MSG, SCP, XRAT, ADI, CADE, CVAAD, CVMAD,CVPAD, CVWAD, HITS, HPTE, MDI, PCS, PDI, POLYE, SDG, SIGSCT, SRG, TADE, TSDE, and WDI)

are provided on the condition that the user/customer (hereinafter referred to as the Experimental Site) accept the terms and conditions of this agreement.  Approval by the RTS Configuration Manager, Radar Division, Naval Research Laboratory, Washington, D.C., (hereinafter referred to as the Configuration Manager) is required for the release of the NRL RTS signature prediction code to the Experimental Site.

POLICY AND PURPOSE
The NRL RTS signature prediction code is UNCLASSIFIED Navy critical military technology software and is provided for authorized DOD use only and shall not be released or disclosed outside the United States.  The conditions set forth herein shall be applied to the NRL RTS signature prediction code in order to ensure that they are developed and protected as an effective simulation tool for signature analysis.

AGREEMENT
This agreement, effective the _______ day of ___________, 19__, by and between the user/customer (Experimental Site) named herein below, and the United States of America (herein referred to as US government) as represented by the Department of the Navy (herein referred to as Navy), and the officer of the department executing this agreement.

WITNESSETH THAT:

WHEREAS, subject RTS signature prediction code was developed at government expense, and

WHEREAS, the US Government has the unlimited royalty-free right to use, duplicate and disclose the NRL RTS signature prediction code in whole or in part and in any manner, for US Government purposes, and permit others to do so; and 

WHEREAS, the Navy desires under this agreement to use, modify, and enhance the NRL RTS signature prediction code for the US Government purpose of further developing the NRL RTS signature prediction code as a simulation system for radar target signature analysis applications.

NOW THEREFORE, in consideration of the premises, and the agreements, covenants, and conditions herein contained, the parties agree as follows:

A. TERMS AND CONDITIONS
1.  The Experimental Site is granted the nonexclusive, non-transferable royalty-free right to use the NRL RTS signature prediction code, geometric models and documentation at each activity or firm, as specified herein, for only the purposes of the US Government.

2.  The Experimental Site shall not publish or permit the NRL RTS signature prediction code to be published or in any manner offered for sale.  The NRL RTS signature prediction code shall not be disclosed or transferred to any activity or firm without prior written approval of the Configuration Manager.

3.  The Experimental Site shall not rename the NRL RTS signature prediction code or merge the NRL RTS signature prediction code in whole or in part with other models or programs unless prior written approval is obtained from the NRL Configuration Manager.  If deemed in the government's interest, approval to merge and control all or portions of the NRL RTS signature prediction code as part of another system may be granted, and the terms of this agreement will no longer apply.  Use of the RTS  name to describe the products of such a merged model or code is not permitted without written approval of the Configuration Manager.  Use of the NRL RTS signature prediction code in a merged model or code not approved for separate control shall be subject to the terms and conditions of this agreement.

4.  The Experimental Site may be authorized by NRL to design, code, and test modifications to the NRL RTS signature prediction code by the Configuration Manager  The Experimental Site shall use the Configuration Manager assigned two-letter Experimental Site name, along with the controlled model version number (e.g., Experimental Site XX shall use the reference 1.0-XX-01 when it refers to its number 1 revision of the 1.0 version of a model or code) on all modified NRL RTS signature prediction code, documentation, data files, and utilities.  The Experimental Site shall notify the NRL Configuration Manager in writing prior to submitting any proposal to modify or enhance the NRL RTS signature prediction code for a DOD organization.

5.  The Experimental Site shall grant the government unlimited rights in any modifications or enhancements to the NRL RTS signature prediction code.  The Experimental Site agrees not to assert any proprietary right, claim, or interest against the government, its officers, agents, or employees, resulting from past or future modifications or enhancements made to the NRL RTS signature prediction code using IR&D or private funds.

B.  TERMINATION
Either party may unilaterally terminate this entire agreement at any time by giving the other party written notice not less than 30 days prior to the desired termination date.  Upon termination of this agreement, the Experimental Site shall return all copies of the NRL RTS signature prediction code, including copies or portions thereof embodied within any modified models or programs, developmental versions, or unique study data sets, to the Configuration Manager.  The Experimental Site shall certify in writing that the original and all copies of the NRL RTS signature prediction code have been accounted for and returned.

C.  INDEMNITY
The Experimental Site agrees to indemnify the government and its officers, agents, and employees against liability including costs resulting from unauthorized use, disclosure, transfer, or sale of the NRL RTS signature prediction code by the Experimental Site in violation of any terms and conditions of this agreement.  This indemnity shall not apply unless the Experimental Site is informed as soon as practicable by the government of the suit of action alleging such liability and shall have been given such opportunity as is afforded by applicable law, rules, or regulations to participate in the defense thereof.

D.  LIMITED WARRANTY
The NRL RTS signature prediction code is provided "as is" without any warranty by the government or any support contractor as to its performance, accuracy, or freedom from error, or as to any results generated through its use.  The Experimental Site assumes the entire risk as to the results and performance of the NRL RTS signature prediction code.  The government does not warrant that the NRL RTS signature prediction code will meet the Experimental Site's requirements or operate without interruption or error.  The government is neither liable nor responsible for maintenance, updating, or correcting any errors in the NRL RTS signature prediction code provided.

E.  LIMITATION OF REMEDIES
In no event shall the government or its agencies or NRL support contractors be liable for any damages, including without limitation, incidental and consequential damages, and damages for lost data or profits, arising out of the use of or inability to use the NRL RTS signature prediction code.

F.  GENERAL
This agreement supersedes all prior written and oral communications regarding the NRL RTS signature prediction code and sets forth the entire agreement of all parties.  This agreement shall be constructed in accordance with DOD regulations, regardless of where any action may be brought.  If any provision of this agreement is ruled invalid under any law, it shall be deemed modified or omitted to the extent necessary, and the remainder of the agreement shall continue in full force and effect.
